Driving Directions to Breitenbush

The simplest route for those driving from North or South is to take I-5 to Salem.  Take exit 253 from Salem and head east toward Stayton/Detroit on Hwy 22. After crossing the Detroit bridge, turn left on Hwy 46 at the only gas station in Detroit and head north. Drive 10 miles, just past Cleator Bend Campground, take a right onto the single lane bridge crossing the Breitenbush river. The road is gravel after the bridge and has three forks in its 1 1/2 mile course. Take a left at every fork and you will end up in our parking lot. Note: Alternative Route, Highway 224 from Estacada is normally open in August (details below).
The “Alternate (Summer only) Route”

The following shortcut, using 205 to skirt Portland, and the “alternate (Summer only) Route” through Estacada, saves 30-45minutes from Seattle to Breitenbush. As an example, traffic willing, the drive from Ballard to Breitenbush takes under 5 1/2 hours. 
Heading South on I-5 (7 miles before crossing the Columbia) take: 
“Exit #7 South to I-205” 
From I-205, after approximately 24 miles: Take: 
“Exit 12A to Clackamas/Estacada, via East SR-212 & SR-224” 
Stay in the right lane.  When State Routes 212 and 224 separate, after approximately 3 miles, Take: 
"East SR-224 to Carver/Estacada"  right, to Estacada.
If you need gas, it’s a good time to fill up while you’re in Estacada.   You'll see a station on your left at the far edge of town.
Leaving Estacada, keep in the left lane and continue (straight) on SR-224 approx. 58 miles, following signs toward Detroit, Oregon.  Note:  SR-224 is also known as "Forest Service Road #26 and #46".
Pass the sign for "Breitenbush Forest Service Camp Ground". Keep your eyes peeled because, in 7/10th of a mile, and coming up very quickly around a turn, you’ll take a sharp left onto the single-lane Cleator Bend Bridge. The road is gravel after the bridge and has three main forks in its 1 1/2 mile course. Take a left at every fork and you won’t miss the Breitenbush sign.
